Day 1: Kuala Lumpur/Kunming (D)

Assemble at the airport for flight to Kunming. Upon arrival, visit Flower
City Scenic Area. It is a flower theme resort city, and it has known as
the " China's Kukenhof garden" as you can enjoy the beautiful view of
the flower journey.

Day 2: Kunming / Shilin / Dali (BLD)

After breakfast, visit Stone Forest Scenic Area (includes buggy
car). There you can enjoy the beautiful scenery of magnificent
mountains, lakes, waterfalls. Transfer to Dali. Upon arrival, visit the
most preserved Bai Ethnic residential buildings, taste the three course
tea “bitter tea, sweet tea and final tea”, as well as enjoy the traditional
Bai Ethnic dance performances and Bai Silver Accesories.
Continue visit Dali Ancient City(Foreigner Street, South Gate). The
ancient city of Dali is famous for its cultural and historical points of
interest, natural beauty, and colorful ethnic minorities.

Day 3: Dali/ Lijiang (BLD)

After breakfast, proceed to visit Lijiang Ancient Town.(include
Square  Street,Dashuiche  Chamber, Shibing Street,Beer
Street ,Black Dragon Pool). It is a well-preserved city of ethnic
minorities. The center of the ancient town is the Square Street, four
main streets radiate from here and extend to the four different
directions with countless lanes in all directions formed a network and
connect every corner of the town. Dashuiche Chamber is the Lijiang
landmark building which tourist will taking the photo for memories.
Lijiang ancient city Shibing Street & Bar Street is the most prosperous
place in the city. Black Dragon Pool: Which was named after a
legendary black dragon living in the pool in ancient times.

Day 4: Lijiang / Yulong Snow Mountain (BLD)

After breakfast, proceed to visit Yulong Snow Mountain (includes
entrance, Yunshan Plateau cablecar & public coach): A glacier
mountain consisting of 13 peaks with the highest peak of 5600m
covered by snow all year round. Take a cableway to have a close up
view of the snow peak, a treasure of wild plants and rare animals are
like silver dragon lying in the clouds.Visit Yushui Village: It is
considered to be the holy land of Dongba, which is the place of origin of
Lijiang.

Visit White Water River & Blue Moon Valley (include buggy
service): Enjoy the serenity of cascading waterfalls and the unique
terraced terrain, while sipping some pure spring water. In the
background, snow-capped peaks stand imposingly against the sky.

Day 5: Lijiang / Shangri-La (Zhongdian) (BLD)

After breakfast, visit First Bend of Yangtze River: The longest
river in both China & Asia and the world’s third longest. It's called
the “first bend” because the river makes a 90 degree turn from south
to east within a distance of 1 kilometer. Transfer to Shangri-La.
Upon arrival, visit the Gulshan Park.It has known as the world's
largest turn tube. Continue visit Sonzanlin Monastery (include
Zhacang Monastery, Yikang Monastery(Tsongkhapa), and
Sakyamuni Monastery. It is the largest Tibetan Buddhist temple in
Yunnan province.

Day 6: Shangri-La / Dali (BLD)

After breakfast, proceed to visit Shambhala Tibetan Cultural
Museum (including Time Wheel King Kong & Time Wheel
Pagoda).The Shambhala Tibetan Cultural Museum focuses on
digging and displaying the cultural of "Shambhala" in Tibetan
culture. It was an important platform to promote the Tibetan culture.
Continue visit Thangka Collection. Transfer to Dali.

Day 7: Dali / Kunming (BLD)

After breakfast, proceed to visit Kunming Waterfall. Enjoy the
longest artificial waterfall in Asia, feel the momentum of the waterfall
pound! Continue visit Kowloon Plaza(Dragon born nine son of
the statue) and Xu Xiake Square.

Day 8: Kunming / Kuala Lumpur (B)

After breakfast , proceed visit Jin Ma Bi Jifang Square. It is
located at the intersection of Jinbi Road and Sanjie Street (the
traditional north-south axis). East is known as Jinma Square, while
west is known as Xifang Square. It also as one of the Kunming
landmark, which already has nearly four hundred years.Then visit
Jades Gallery. Finally, transfer to the airport back to Kuala
Lumpur with beautiful memories.
