Day 1 Kuala Lumpur - Hanoi(Dinner)

Gathered at Kuala Lumpur International Airport. Upon
arrival, proceed to Hanoi, the capital of Vietnam. Hanoi
is the ancient capital and the cradle of traditional
Vietnamese culture.

Day 3 Sapa(B/L/D)

After breakfast, we will take a cable car to visit
FANXIPANG Mountain, the first peak in Vietnam at an
altitude of 3,143 meters. Then enjoy lunch. After lunch, we
will visit HAM RONG Mountain & SAM MAY, amountain on
the edge of the Sapain Vietnam, near the ancient stone
church in Sapa. Climb to the top of the hill overlooking the
city.At the moment, Sapa Cloud Dragon Glass Bridge is the
longest Glass Bridge in Indochina. This bridge is not so big,
only 60m long and 5m wide, however, at the height of
more than 2000m above the sea level, the view from Sapa
Glass Bridge is absolutely stunning! Besides, the Glass
Bridge is about 60m far from the cliff bringing the 3600
panorama view to the guests.

Day 4 Sapa- Old Street - Hanoi(B/L/D)

After breakfast, take a bus to Sapa Old Street and the local
market. Sapa Old Street is adjacent to the Yunnan Hekou
Port of China, with an altitude of 1,650 meters. Holiday in
Sapa is very leisurely, whether it is standing on the top of
the mountain to watch the changing Sapa panorama and
terraced fields in the fog, or to see the local hand-woven
handicrafts. Return to Hanoi in the afternoon and stay at
the hotel after dinner.

Day 5 Hanoi - Kuala Lumpur(Breakfast)

After breakfast, drive to Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum, Ba Dinh
Square, Chairman House, Elevated House and One Pillar
Temple. Then head to the airport, say goodbye to Hanoi,
the capital of Vietnam, and take a flight to Kuala Lumpur to
end this unforgettable trip to Vietnam.
