
TIPS FOR COOKING GAS SAFETY

Use SIRIM-approved gas regulators and hoses. Replace
the regulator every 5 years and the hose every 2 years.

Ensure the gas cylinder is placed 1-1.5 meters away
from the gas stove and stored in a well-ventilated area.

Do not store the cylinder in an enclosed space. A strange smell indicates a gas leak. Turn off
all sources of ignition and do not flick any switches.

Use the soap bubble test to detect gas leaks. If you see bubbles 
or notice a strange smell, remove the regulator and move the 

cylinder to an open space. Turn off all sources of ignition.

Do not leave cooking unattended and close the gas hob switch 
and regulator valve when not in use. Ensure proper ventilation.
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
